HELPPOLICE SMASH 
BURGLARYIN OLDHAM
RESIDENTS in Oldham are being encouraged to “listen out” for
their Neighbours and report anything suspicious they hear to the
Police.

Last month, 13 per cent of all burglaries were committed by
burglars breaking a window or glass door to get in.  The sound of
breaking glass is distinctive, and if reported straight away, can be
acted on by Police immediately.

This appeal is part of Operation Blanket, which is targeting
known burglary offenders with a series of raids. Second-hand
Goods Retailers who handle stolen items will also be feeling the
force of the Operation in a joint initiative with Trading Standards
as well as more Officers on patrol in areas where burglary is high.

Chief Superintendent Caroline Ball said: “We are appealing to
Residents to help us bring down burglary in the area. The sound
of glass breaking is loud, so be a good neighbour, and ring us if
you hear it. 

“However, one in three burglaries are still down to people leav-
ing their windows and doors unlocked.  Many burglars are oppor-
tunist and will go for the easy option so shut and lock your doors
and keep them out. 

We are locking up those who burgle or are connected to burgla-
ry.  If Residents lock up their houses, together we can smash this
crime”.

CHADDERTON 
CRIME IS DOWN
I AM really pleased to report that all crime
is down in Chadderton during the month
of June. 

We have hit our targets in all our per-
formance areas including Robbery,
Burglary, Vehicle Crime, Criminal
Damage and Total Crime.

This is excellent news and I am delight-
ed with the figures. We must not however
be complacent about this, and there is
still an awful long way to go, as any Crime
is unacceptable. 

Burglary Dwelling is still an issue with
approximately two out of three offences
being as a result of insecurities. I truly
believe that the Home Watch is an impor-
tant partner in the battle to cut crime in
Chadderton, and I am doing some work
now to assess how pro-active our Home
Watch areas are through monitoring
crime patterns in and around Home
Watch areas. 

I don’t just want to see a Home Watch
in name, but a good proactive neigh-
bourly spirit, being aware of potential
problems, and addressing them at the
time. 

This may include one neighbour bring-
ing to the attention of another, the fact
they have left their groundfloor window
open, or reporting that suspicious looking
male on the street. 

I would rather we get calls that are
false, but made in good faith, than the
stranger be ignored, and then someone
has property stolen.

During June we also saw the introduc-
tion of the Dispersal Order in South and
parts of Central Chadderton. 

Although we saw a rise in calls from the
public about juvenile nuisance, I am
pleased to report that we recorded 57
offences of damage, the lowest that it has
been in over twelve months. 

This is an extremely positive start to the
dispersal order, in which 58 young people
have been dispersed, and I believe that
has helped reduce the numbers of dam-
age crimes across the Neighbourhood.
