Population and families:

Within the Borough, Chadderton North has the
3" highest proportion of people aged 60 years
and over (22.3%). However, the populations of
Chadderton North and England have similar age
distributions.*

Of the 20 wards in the Borough, Chadderton
North has the 8" lowest proportion (5.2%) of
residents belonging to black and minority ethnic
groups (non-white). This compares with 13.8%
across the Borough and 9.1% in England.’

More than one quarter (26.3%) of all households
in Chadderton North are made up of pensioners
only, compared to 22.5% of all households in the
Borough.*

Around 16.2% of all households in Chadderton
North are made up of one-person pensioner
households compared to 14.7% of all
households in the Borough. *

Three in ten households (30.6%) have
dependent children, less than the Borough
average of 33.8%.*

Low Incomes:

One fifth (20.5%) of households receive housing
benefit and/or Council Tax Benefit, compared with
more than one quarter (26.2%) across the
Borough. *

Around one in nine (11%) people in Chadderton North live in ‘income
deprived’ households, compared with a greater proportion (18.3%) of
people across the Borough.®

Around one in six (16.5%) children under 16 live in ‘income deprived’
households, compared with 26.9% of children across the Borough.®

Around one in nine (11.6%) children in Chadderton North are eligible for
free school meals, compared with around one fifth (21.6%) of all children
in the Borough.’




Economic activity and qualifications:
Chadderton North has the 10™ lowest economic inactivity
rate (31.4%) in the Borough, compared with the Borough
average of 35.1%. !
Nearly one third (32.3%) of all 16 to 74 vyear-olds in
Chadderton North have no qualifications, the 7" lowest
proportion in the Borough (37.7%). Chadderton North has the
7" highest proportion (14.5%), of 16 to 74 year olds with level
4/5 (degree and higher degree level) qualifications; above the
Borough average of 12.9%. *
48.8% of all pupils living in Chadderton North achieved five or
more A*-C grade GCSEs; less than the Borough average of
53.2%. °
The claimant count unemployment rate (2.4%) is less than the
Borough average (4.1%).’

Health and Care:

Nearly one in five (19.5%) of all people in Chadderton North
have a limiting long-term iliness (LLTI) or disability, similar to
the Borough average (20.3%). Around 8.3% (or 854) of all
working-age people in Chadderton North have a
LLTI/disability, the 4™ lowest proportion in the Borough. *

Over two-thirds (67.2%) of people in Chadderton North
describe their health as ‘good’ (the 8" highest proportion in the
Borough) and around one in ten people (10.6%) describe their
describe their health as ‘good’ and 11.2% as ‘not good’. *

Chadderton North has the 5th highest proportion of people providing
unpaid care in the Borough (11.5%), compared with the Borough
average of 10.9%.*

The claimant rate for Disability Living Allowance (DLA) is similar in
Chadderton North (5.4%) and the Borough (6%). This is the also
the casg for both the mobility (4.6%) and the care component (4.3%)
of DLA.

Housing and amenities, and recorded crime

Chadderton North has the 7™ highest proportion of households in
owner occupation, with nearly eight in ten (77.0%) households being
owner-occupiers, compared with around seven in ten households
(68.4%) Borough-wide.*

A lower proportion of households are ‘local authority’ tenants in
Chadderton North (15.8%) than across the Borough (18.1%). Few
households in Chadderton North are housing association/registered
social landlord tenants (2.2%) or renting from private landlords
(3.5%).*

Around 4.9% of households in Chadderton North are overcrowded,
the 8" lowest rate in the Borough (7.3%). *

Chadderton North has the 6™ lowest proportion of households
without central heating (4.5%), which is less than the Borough
average (7.2%).*

The rate of vacant properties in Chadderton North (4.8%) is close to
the Borough average (5.4%).*

The recorded crime (BCS comparator) rate in Chadderton North is
the 10™ highest in the Borough; with rates of about 73.1 per 1,000
population it is close to the Borough average (79.1).2
