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Population and families:

Werneth has a relatively young population with children
aged under 16 years making up nearly three in ten (29.6%)
of the ward’s population, which is above the Borough
average (23.0%). People aged 60 years and over make up a
lower proportion (15.4%) of the population of Werneth than
across the Borough (19.4%).

Residents belonging to black and minority ethnic groups
(non-white) make up almost three in five (56.9%) of the
population, compared with 13.8% across the Borough and
9.1% nationally. Werneth has the highest proportion (38.2%)
of residents of Pakistani heritage and the second highest
proportion (11.6%) of residents of Bangladeshi heritage in
the Borough.*

Around three in ten households are one-person households
in both Werneth (30.5%) and across the Borough (29.5%).
Werneth has the 5" highest proportion of non-pensioner,
one-person households (17.8%) compared to the Borough
average of 14.8%.*

Werneth has the 2" lowest proportion (17.9%) of
households made up of pensioners only, compared with
22.5% of households Borough-wide.*

One in three households (33.8%) are one-family households
with dependent children — the 3 highest proportion of
households in the Borough (average 30.7%). Werneth has
the 2" highest proportion (8.8%) of ‘other’ households with
dependent children in the Borough (average 3.2%). *

Similar proportions of households are made up of lone
parents with dependent children in Werneth (8.5%) and
Borough-wide (8.3%). *

For families claiming Child Benefit, Werneth has the 3™
highest proportion (16.7%) of families claiming for four or
more children in the Borough (average 6.9%) and more than
three times the average for England (4.4%). °

The Incapacity Benefit/ Severe Disablement Allowance claim rate of
13.2% in Werneth is above the rates for both the Borough (10.2%) and
England (7.1%).*

Considerably higher proportions of people experience ‘income
deprivation’ in Werneth (32.6%) than across the Borough (18.3%) and
England (13.9%).°

One in three (35.8%) older people experience ‘income deprivation’ in
Werneth, the 3™ highest proportion, compared with the Borough
average of 19.7%. °

One in three (35.7%) children aged under 16 years live in ‘income
deprived’ households — a higher proportion of children than the
averages for the Borough (26.9%) and England (21.3%). °

Nearly a third (32.1%) of school children living in Werneth are eligible
for free school meals — the 5™ highest proportion in the Borough
(average 21.6%). °




Economic activity and qualifications:

Just over half (51.4%) of all 16 to 74 year olds in Werneth are
economically active — a lower proportion than across the
Borough (64.9%) and for England (66.9%). Werneth has the
2" highest economic inactivity rate (48.6%) in the Borough
(35.1%). *

The claimant count unemployment rate (9.5%) is the 4"
highest in the Borough and is higher than the rates for the
Borough (4.1%) and England (3.0%).

Around one in ten (9.9%) 16 to 74 year olds have Level 4/5
(degree and higher degree level) qualifications as their highest
level of qualifications - below the Borough average of 12.9%
and less than half the average for England (19.9%). *

Almost half (49.2%) of all 16 to 74 year-olds have no
gualifications — higher than the Borough (average 37.7%) and
higher than the England average (28.9%). *

Nearly half (48.7%) of Oldham school pupils living in Werneth
achieved five or more A* to C grade GCSEs in 2006, compared
with the Borough average of 53.2%. Werneth has a larger
proportion (5.3%) of pupils than the Borough (average 3.6%)
who achieve no GCSEs or equivalent qualifications. &

Health and Care:

More than one in five (21.9%) of all people and 12.2% of all
working-age people in Werneth have a limiting long-term iliness
or disability (LLTI), above the Borough averages of 20.3% and
10.1% respectively.!

Around 62.2% of people say that they have ‘good health’ and

13.0% say that their health is ‘not good’; compared to Borough
averages of 65.7%and 11.2% of people. !

Werneth has a claim rate of 15.7% for Attendance Allowance
(AA) — below the Borough average of 17.2%. Werneth has the
2" lowest claim rate (5.9%) for the higher rate of AA in the
Borough (average 9.4%).*

The claim rate for Disability Living Allowance (DLA) is higher in
Werneth (6.5%) than across the Borough (6.0%). *

A slightly lower proportion of people provide unpaid care in
Werneth (9.9%) than across the Borough (10.9%). *

Housing and amenities, and recorded crime:

A higher proportion (57.2% - almost six in ten) of all households
live in terraced housing than across the Borough (41.9%).
Werneth has the 2™ highest proportion of households living in
terraced housing and in flats. Around 22.2% of households live in
flats compared to 13.0% of households Borough-wide. *
Owner-occupiers make up a lower proportion (54.2%) of all
households; compared to 68.4% across the Borough. The
proportion (14.0%) of tenants of Registered Social landlords or
Housing Associations is almost three times higher in Werneth
than across the Borough (4.8%). *

Werneth has the 2" highest proportions of households in the
Borough with no central heating (13.9%) and classified as being
‘overcrowded’ (17.5%); compared to Borough averages of 7.2%
and 7.3%, respectively.

The recorded crime (BCS comparator) rate in Werneth is the 7™
highest in the Borough; with rates per 1,000 population of 83.1 in
this ward and 79.1 in the Borough. °
