Haven Lane – outside No 157 Haven Lane

Raised junction table – Approx. 100mm high to suit existing kerb heights and extending 2 metres north / south along Haven Lane and extending 4 metres into Rushton Grove

Haven Lane – Junction of Haven Lane and Rushton Grove
