APPLICATION/STREETWORKS LICENCE PROCESS
To ensure effective co-ordination of Streetworks on the Oldham Network, when a Section 50 Licence is required, and the works are about to be undertaken, please ensure that the following sequence of events is adhered allowing 20 working days (minimum 3 months for major works) to process:-
1. INITIAL APPLICATION– Applicant submits application.  The Network Management Team process the application and issue a unique permit reference number which must be clearly displayed on the site notice boards and quoted on all future correspondence relating to the works.
2. Dates / duration of works entered onto the Streetworks Register from application. The Applicant must advise the Network Management Team of the ACTUAL START DATE & TIME of the works. If there is any variation of the duration of the works, this must be approved by the Network Management Team in advance. Early starts and extensions must be formally approved and confirmed by e-mail by the Network Management Team.
3. When the works have started on site, the licensee/contractor must advise the Network Management Team of WORKS START the same day within 2 hours, confirming date and time that works commenced.
4. When the works have been completed, the licensee/contractor must advise the Network Management Team of the WORKS STOP date and time within 2 hours if works stop before 16:30 or by 10am the next calendar day if works stop after 16:30.
5. Details of the re-instatement (Section 9) should be forwarded to the Network Management Team within 10 working days of the WORKS STOP date to complete FULL REGISTRATION.

It is your responsibility to ensure that you are fully up to date with current legislation to avoid incurring additional charges.
Please note that failure to notify the Network Management Team of any of the above occurrences will lead to fixed penalty notices being issued in accordance with New Roads and Streetworks Act 1991 (NRSWA).

All correspondence in relation to Section 50s must be directed to section50@oldham.gov.uk unless out of office advises otherwise.



Notes and guidance for persons, developers & contractors wishing to occupy the Highway
There are some quite complex requirements placed on Contractors/Persons requiring occupation or opening the public Highway in connection with their works. These Requirements are in place by virtue of the New Roads and Street Works Act 1991, and this guidance note is intended to help you in fulfilling your duties under the Act. 
This guidance note assumes that you have obtained any relevant planning permission and notified all Statutory Undertakers of your work as this note only deals with the duties placed upon you as a result of the above Act. 
It is your duty to inform the Street Authority on the day on which it is actually intended for works to be carried out, this is to avoid the possibility of an abortive inspection, the cost of which would be passed on to yourselves. 
The final notice you are required to serve is a completion notice within 10 days of completing your works. This notice (Section 10) should contain your closing dimensions and state whether the reinstatement is temporary or permanent. It may be worth noting that irrespective of whether the reinstatement is temporary or permanent the tolerances of workmanship are identical, and the default regime will be implemented resulting in a financial penalty on the licence holder should the standards fall outside those tolerances. 
This licence is granted for the purpose of enabling persons here named to occupy, place and/or retain apparatus in the street and to execute the works described. No other interference with the streets or surface materials will on any account be allowed for any other purpose without further permission. The licence is granted subject to the following conditions and any other conditions, which may be imposed by the council in exercise of its statutory powers and duties. 
In consideration of the permission you agree to comply with, adhere to and be bounded by the following conditions in every aspect: 
1. The licensee shall permit any authorised officer of the Authority to inspect the works at any time and shall comply with any instructions given by the authorised officer who relates to the safety of traffic and safeguarding of the highway. 
2. The licensee shall ensure that throughout the duration of the works that barriers and traffic signs for preventing danger to traffic, for regulating traffic and for warning traffic of danger as may be necessary are erected and removed as soon as they are no longer needed and shall ensure that works are properly guarded and lighted and lighted during the hours of darkness. 
3. The licensee shall carry out all excavations and reinstatement in accordance with the Specification for the Reinstatement of Openings in Highways and shall permit the authorised officer to carry out any tests and to remove materials for subsequent testing at no expense to the authority. The Licensee shall agree to undo and redo again any works, which are not in accordance with Specification or Oldham Council agreement. 
4. Failure to complete and return the reinstatement details of this licence to the above email address, within ten days of completion of reinstatement, will result in the licence holder being issued with a Fixed Penalty Notice of £240 discounted to £160, if paid within 29 days, as in compliance with the Traffic Management Act 2004 
5. Section 66 of the Act requires undertakers to complete their works with all such dispatch as is reasonably practicable. Where Oldham Council believes that an undertaker is causing an obstruction by occupying more of the street or by taking longer to complete the works than is reasonable, we may issue a notice, either to reduce the obstruction or to remove it altogether. If such a notice is issued, the undertaker must comply within 24 hours or any longer period specified in the notice. 
6. Section 74 of the New Roads and Streetworks Act 1991 has been implemented in Oldham, which means charges for unreasonable prolonged occupation of the Highway can be made.
This means that if a Streetworks Licence holder does not give the proper notices of starting and ending their works, or if they take longer to complete the works they have given notice for, they will be subject to additional charges.  Charges vary according to the type of work and the road category.
7. The licensee has a responsibility to make sure that all street and road works and operatives are safe and comply with the Code of Practice: Safety at Street Works and Road Works. 
8. The licensee must also pay particular attention to the needs of disabled people (physical and visual impairment), children, elderly people and people with prams during the course of the works.
9. Any interim reinstatements must be made permanent within 6 months of works stop.  Dates and time for planned remedials to be agreed with the Network Management Team in advance.
10. [bookmark: _Hlk159245953]You are required to guarantee the works for two years, or three years if they are more than 1.5 meter deep. The guarantee does not begin until the permanent reinstatement has been completed. Should any remedial works be required, the guarantee period is reset to the date of satisfactory completion of remedial works.
